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The Inside Story 
by Frank Young 

The Victoria's bustle: 
This is a story about how you can use the storage 
area in the bustle. First remove the rear seats and 
then with the metal walls showing you can cover 
them with indoor-outdoor carpeting, with liquid nail 
or contact cement. You can cut the pieces in 
sections and fit them against the bustle. The color 
gray works well because the items you are going to 
store will show up easier, but any color will work. 
When you are all done it looks like a padded room., 
which it is. This not only sound proofs the bustle 
but also acts as insulation from things hitting the 
metal. My Victoria is a long touring car so I stock 
it well. This adds an amount of weight to the 
vehicle, as well as the items under the rear seat. 
Cruising along: 
The Victoria I drive is able to handle the additional 
weight quite well on long trips, and sometimes with 
the addition of a trunk on back. A high compression 
head, inserts, and full oil pressure allows it to cruise 
at 57-60 mph. The Victoria is a heavy car anyway 
and this added weight is carried with ease. I do not 
have an overdrive and there are 378 gears in the 
rear end. 
The sketch: 
Here is a drawn picture of items the way they are 
stored in the bustle in my Victoria. I use a short 
stick that keeps the back seat propped away from 
the rear panel when I need to get something out of 
the bustle. With the aid of a flashlight it is made 
easier. 

The book: 
I keep an inventory book, which is an old day 
planner book, the size of a check book. One page 
is marked "behind the rear seat" and another is 
marked "under the rear seat". When anything is 
needed, open the small book and you will know 
where the item is without fumbling through 
everything. To also know just where they are 
setting in the bustle, I made a cardboard map like 
above and keep it folded in the tool box. A 9X7 
folded in thirds and the bustle items drawn like 
above make it easy to find with the aid of a 
flashlight. The items under the rear seat are also in 
the inventory book. If I travel with a trunk, I keep 
most items like the car cover and luggage in it. 
Travel in comfort: 
The Victoria is a great tour car. My wife Joan 
loves it. She sits in the rear seat, folds down the 
front seat and puts her feet up and uses it like an 
ottoman when she is tired. 
For the short traveler: 
You can use this method of padding and stocking 
your Victoria even if you are not a long distance 
traveler. The items under the rear seat are smaller 
and easier to reach such as ignition parts, hub 
puller, coil, radiator hoses, etc. When you remove 
and use a part from either place be sure to replace 
it so it will always be available. 
McGee's closet: 
I know if you see my total supply of parts I take, 
most of you probably think it's more than you need 
or overkill. Of all the tours I have been on there 
have always been a use for one or part of these 
parts. During the trip to the Kansas MAFCA 
National in 2000 we were in Ripon, New Mexico 
and needed an upper goose neck for the radiator 
and didn't have one. It cracked and we had to get 
it welded. Now we carry a spare along. Most parts 
are wrapped in a rag with a tape label on it. We 
feel we can take care of most any problem on the 
road and if not, carry the membership roster of the 
Victoria Association and MARC and MAFCA. One 
of these members will help you. @

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Take It All With You

The long tour: 
After reading Frank Young's article on page 8 it 
occurred to me that I also have a unique method of 
hauling a lot of stuff with me on a long tour. The 
area in the bustle behind the rear seat cushion I have 
reserved for tools and spare parts. The storage area 
under the rear bottom seat cushion does not exist 
because I modified the dropped floor pan by cutting 
part of it away and welding in a baffle to 
accommodate the Ryan overdrive that is installed in 
the car. A little shaving kit bag fits nicely under the 
front passenger seat. It contains minimal necessities 
to adjust the distributor, set timing and replace 
fuses. 
A business coupe: 
A couple of years ago I had the car reupholstered. 
I had the upholsterer finish the back side panels so 
that they were flush with the floor. I cut a piece of 
plywood to fit neatly in place of the bottom rear 
seat cushion. The upholsterer trimmed the plywood 
with carpet and naugahyde trim to match the rest of 
the car. The rear seat cushion and the plywood 
panel are interchangeable. For a long tour I take the 
seat cushion out and replace it with the plywood. 
The appearance is much like that of a business 
coupe and it looks very nice. There is plenty of 
room to carry luggage, an ice chest, the pillows off 
the bed, and an ironing board. 
Modifying the modified: 
I have heard that other Victoria owners have also 
installed the business coupe look. One person told 
me that he even cut little trap doors in the plywood 
panel so that he could access the storage area 
underneath without having to remove the panel. 
A really long tour: 
A few years ago we went on a 3500 mile 16 day 
tour to Montana with another couple in their 
Model A. For this trip I borrowed Larry McSpeed's 
Mullins trailer. Miss Vic has a neat little trailer 
hitch installed in back and she hardly knew 
McSpeed was tugging at her skirts. We had plenty 
of room for all kinds of stuff in the trailer. We even 
put the ironing board back there.© 

Seat Belt Procrastination

Seat belts save lives: 
For those of you who have not installed seat belts 
in your Model A Ford, you might want to read this 
very carefully. As you may know, there have been 
several serious accidents reported involving a Model 
A Ford. One was reported in the October 2002 
Bustle that had a less than tragic ending because the 
owner had installed seat belts. One reported in the 
Restorer resulted in a fatality (the owner had not 
installed seat belts). I urge any of you who drive 
your Model A on the highways to install seat belts. 
Andover Restraints: 
There is a company called Andover Restraints that 
is a U.S. manufacturer of seat belts that specializes 
in the retrofit market. I stumbled onto this company 
while surfing the internet. I looked at their web site 
and discovered a very complete catalog of seat belts 
of every type and color, including various mounting 
hardware to go with it. I exchanged several e-mails 
with Andover, and they have graciously offered us 
a 15% discount on their merchandise. For those of 
you who have internet access you can view their 
products at andoauto.com/seat belts. You can also 
contact them by phone at 410-381-6700 Monday 
through Friday 9-6 EST.

When ordering seat belts: 
The way it works is when one of our members calls 
they must reference account number 300.
