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On The Cover!

The photo of Henry Ford on the front cover was
taken in 1919 when he was 56 years old. Mr. Ford
was born in Dearborn, Michigan on July 30, 1863.
He was 83 when he died in 1947. Henry Ford and
his wife Clara had only one child, Edsel Ford, born
in 1893. The Ford Motor Company was
incorporated in 1903 and produced the first Model
T in 1908. The Model T Ford was so successful that
it was produced for 20 years and was followed with
the introduction of the Model A Ford in 1927, and
the V8 Ford in 1932.

Edsel Ford and his wife Eleanor had four children,
Henry Ford II, Benson, Josephine, and William.
Edsel Ford was named president of the Ford Motor
Company in 1918 at the age of 25. Henry Ford,
however, was the chairman of the board, and
maintained a dominant influence over his son.

Edsel’s contribution to the Ford Motor Company
was the addition of the Lincoln and Mercury
divisions. He was also the inspiration of much of
the styling of the early V8 Fords, as well as the
Lincolns and Mercurys. Edsel Ford died of stomach
cancer in 1943 at the age of 49. At the time the Ford
Motor Company was not producing automobiles,
but was heavily involved in government war
production contracts for WWIL

Henry Ford was by then up in his years and it was
evident that he was not up to running the company.
Many, including the government, felt he should step
down from the leadership of the Ford Motor
Company. It was Mr. Ford’s intention to appoint
Harry Bennett, his long-time associate and right
hand man to the leadership position. Harry Bennett
was of somewhat dubious character and the Ford
women, Clara and Eleanor, would not hear of it.
Since both were major stockholders in the company
they exerted considerable power. The family
decision was to appoint Henry Ford’s grandson
Henry Ford II (Edsel’s oldest son) as president and
chairman of the board of the Ford Motor Company.

The younger Henry Ford was born in 1917 and at
the time of his appointment in 1945 he was 29 years
old. At the time of his father’s death he had been
serving in the U.S. Navy. The new Mr. Ford’s first
act as president was to fire Harry Bennett.
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“Hank the Duce”, as he became known, maintained
control of the Ford Motor Company until his
retirement in 1982 at the age of 65. During his
tenure he appointed Lee Iacocca as the president of
the company, but as chairman of the board, he
maintained a firm control. When he felt that Lee
Iacocca was becoming a threat to his persona, he
too was fired. Henry Ford II had three children, two
daughters, and a son named Edsel Ford II. Hank the
Duce died at age 70 in 1987.

For many years the Ford Motor Company had a
series of leaders, none of which were Ford family
members. However, the Ford family always
maintained control of the company because of their
majority stock holdings. It wasn’t until recent years
that a Ford family member once again took over the
leadership of the Ford Motor Company. Bill Ford,
born in 1957, who is the son of William Ford, and
the grandson of Edsel Ford, and the great grandson
of Henry Ford, (another grandfather was Harvey
Firestone) assumed the leadership in 1999. Due to
financial losses, the incumbent Mr. Ford saw fit to
step down as president in 2006 and appoint a non-
family member as president of the Ford Motor
Company. However, Bill Ford is still the chairman
of the board.

Henry Ford’s legacy lives on and much has been
written about him, the Ford family, and the Ford
Motor Company. One book in particular is very
comprehensive and is recommended reading;
“Ford, The Men And The Machines”, by Robert
Lacy, published in 1986 (IBSN 0-316-51166-8). ©

had been working hard and I’'m sure it will be a
memorable time for all the Model-A’ers attending

On a personal note, I’ve been struggling with
brakes on my Model A Town Sedan. The Texas
Tour last year saw a rear hub with not one but two
loose wheel lug studs. Needless to say, that was a
major pain to get straightened out. It all started
with a flat tire on that rainy tour and no way to get
the hub off on site. We ended up putting the “A”
on a trailer and hauling it home. Thankfully, the
hubcap came off without much trouble and then a
“knocker” type hub tool was used thru the wheel
to remove the hub from the axle. Several
“helpers” at the tour had suggested cutting the lug
nuts and other fairly destructive methods. I wasn’t
too keen on those ideas. But the “knocker”
worked just fine. The brake job was one I did
many years ago, not long after getting the Sedan.
Good brakes on our Model A’s are essential
ensure we are capable of dealing with modern
traffic.

Like many of you, I’ve worked on and replaced
the pads or shoes on my modern cars. But there
are so many small details that must be taken care
of in the mechanical brake system on a Model A
in order to make them work well. Many people
that I’ve talked to over the years that have driven
Model A’s in the past always make mention of the
“lousy” or poor brakes. Of course we know that
poor brakes are a result of the normal wear that
takes place in all the clevis pins, joints, rolling and
bearing surfaces within the brake system. Making
sure all this looseness is taken care of and the
shoes are properly fitted to the hubs is needed if
we hope to have good serviceable brakes.

So now is the time to check your brakes, steering
and other safety related items on your Model A to
have a safe and enjoyable touring season. That’s it
for this time. Take care and drive your Model A
at every opportunity.

Victoria Steering Column Support
by Stan Johnson

Most Model A’ers know that sometime in 1931
Ford put a stronger mounting system on the upper
part of the steering column. The new mount
attached to the strong cross-brace that runs behind
the dash rail and onto which the rear of the gas
tank is mounted. By contrast, the old mount was
riveted to the bottom of the gas tank and
sometimes caused a leak. The new mount was
both stronger and safer.

Ford also introduced the slant windshield design
in 1931. The first car with this style was the
Victoria, which actually began production in
November of 1930. Even though it led the way
with slant windshield and painted upper radiator
shell, the Victoria did not have the new steering
column brace when first introduced. It used the
original gas tank mount, shown on the left. But the
Victoria had a lower windshield so the driver sat
lower, creating a need for the steering column to
be lower than the standard gas tank mounting
provided.

Original tank mount

A new part was created to move the steering
column downward. This part is shown in the next
photograph at the right. The spacer, bottom clamp
and longer mounting bolts are shown at the left,
while the normal mounting bracket and shorter
bolts are at the right.
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The spacer lowers the column 1 & 7/16” at the
point where it connects at the gas tank. The
spacer has no part number cast into it, only a “D”
with an X inside and a number 4. The bottom
half-clamp (Part #A-3519) seems to be the same
for all applications.

Normal bracket A-3520E Longer A-3520F
When the new mounting system was introduced
for all Model A’s, the Victoria also was provided
with a new bracket that connected to the cross-
brace behind the dash rail. However, the
requirement for a lowered steering wheel
remained, so a special longer bracket was made
for the Victoria (Part # A-3520F hexagon E3).
The normal bracket on the left (Part # A- 3520E
hexagon P3) and is 1 7/8” shorter at the point of
connection than the Victoria bracket. The normal
bracket is being reproduced (e.g., Bratton’s part
#4860-$26.90), but the longer Victoria bracket can
only be obtained from swap meets and individual
sales, at a premium price. ©



The Rear Spring!

Removing the rear end from a Model A:
The rear spring when installed in a Model A Ford
contains a tremendous amount of energy and it can
be lethal. During the many decades since the
production of the Model A, many owners have
been pulling the rear end by removing the two U-
bolts that attach the spring to the frame. The rear
end is then pulled out with the spring still
attached. This is like having a loaded gun sitting
around with the safety off. The 3\8” center bolt is
the only thing containing the energy packed into
the spring. The bolt was not designed to contain
that much energy, and if the head is rusted on a
possibly 75-year-old bolt it can easily break.

Horror stories:

Over the years since I have been rebuilding Model
A rear ends I have heard a number of horror
stories of how people have had some near misses
with this spring and how some have been hurt.
One fellow wrote that after he had pulled the rear
end out with the spring still attached, he installed a
spring spreader and was in the process of
spreading the spring when the center bolt broke.
All but the bottom leaf flew 20 feet in the air
missing his head by inches. “I had enough sense to
run like the devil, because 1 knew they were
coming back down”, he said. Another fellow told
me that while trying to remove the spring it hit
him in the face and broke his nose, his glasses, and
knocked him unconscious. Another fellow
reported that while trying to remove the spring it
broke loose and flew into his neighbor’s yard.
Luckily no one was hurt.

The safe method:

It is best to leave the spring safely attached to the
frame and drop the rear end loose from the
shackles. A suitable spring spreader should be
used to contain the energy of the spring. The
spring spreader can be left in place for as long as
the rear end is out of the car. If the effort is to also
rebuild and restore the spring, the spring spreader
should be collapsed and removed. All the lethal
energy of the spring is then removed and it can be
safely removed from the frame.

A proper spring spreadef

Most Model A suppliers carry a proper spring
spreader. They are made by Pete Weschler, the
former owner of AC&R. He specializes in making
unique tools for the Model A Ford. They are
supplied in a standard and a deluxe version. Both
are extremely well made and safe to use. The
deluxe model is equipped with two thrust bearings
that make it easier to turn the adjusting nuts and
they have spring-loaded foot retainers to keep the
two feet in place. The one pictured above is the
standard model.

When installing the spring spreader it is important
that the slots in each foot be carefully placed
around the base of the shackle support at each end
of the spring. This is very important, as a
misplaced foot could cause the spring spreader to
launch and become a medieval ballistic missile.

When installing a spring, bolt it to the frame first,
then apply the spring spreader and spread the
spring sufficiently to accommodate the installation
of the rear end.

Safety should be a primary concern when working
on a Model A. Pulling the rear end with the spring
left in the car is no more difficult and is certainly
the safe way to go. A standard model A spring
spreader sells for under $100. It is cheap
insurance. ©
